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Proposed Courses:

Each of four semesters will consist of four theory papers and one practical paper and each of

the theory papers will consist of five units of 5 credits. Thus in total each of the papers

including practical will be 100 marks in which 70 for semester ending examination and 30 for
internal assessment.

Internal Assessment: Apart from the semester ending examination there will also be
internal assessment which will not carry more than 30%, weight in the final evaluation of
each paper, including practical work. Of this 30% one third or 10% will be assigned to a Mid
Semester Evaluation Test, 10% to Presentation of Seminar and 10% to Class Participation
ete. In Semester I students will be required to work on the proposal for research project
including review of research, planning for data collection and tool development. In the
Semester IV the student will be required to collect data, analyse, write proposal and submit
for evaluation. The report will be evaluated by the internal and external examiners.
